Brothers and Sisters

In the Gospel of Saint Matthew, the Twenty-first Week in
Ordinary Time, Jesus asks his disciples a question, “Who do
people say that | am?”

After some wrong answers from his disciples, Peter replied
"You are the Christ the Son of the living God." Jesus
recognized Peter's wisdom, "Happy are you Simon son of
Jonah because my Father has revealed this to you."

When we open our minds to the grace of the Spirit of God
who works in us, it is because the gift of wisdom makes us
men and women of Faith in Jesus, "Blessed are you Simon."
We are also blessed because we have the grace to recognize
Jesus in our lives and in the lives of people who do the will of
God and establish his Kingdom among us.

We see in this gospel, Jesus asking his disciples and his
community this question. And now that question is asked by
his Church to us. Our response should be the same as Peter
responded because when we were baptized we received the
Spirit of God who dwells in us. This grace helps us to
transform our lives and recognize Jesus in the lives of others.

Our challenge is to use grace. Jesus wants us not only to
have it for ourselves, but to truly use it to serve him and help
others to recognize him. That is why Jesus invites us to offer
his life for his cause.

In the Gospel of Saint Matthew, Twenty-second week in
Ordinary Time, Jesus says, "If one wants to save his life, he
will lose it, but whoever loses it for me will find it."

To do this we need to surrender our lives to his grace and
work for his Kingdom.

As a Church that we are, the Spirit encourages us to be a
community of faith and love and to establish his Kingdom in
this world. Many people believe in Jesus, but how many
recognize Jesus in their lives? We are the chosen ones who
have the daily task of announcing the gospel and helping
others to recognize Jesus in their lives.

Let's do our homework for Jesus, saving lives for the gospel
and our answer when people ask Who is Jesus?

We can answer, “He is the Son of God,” because we work

for his cause, the Kingdom, and we know that he loves us.

En el evangelio de San Mateo, semana 21 del tiempo
ordinario, Jesus hace una pregunta a sus discipulos: “quien
dice la gente que soy yo?”

Después de algunas respuestas equivocadas de sus
discipulos, Pedro respondiod: "Tu eres el Cristo el Hijo De Dios
vivo." Jesus reconocid la sabiduria de Pedro, "Feliz de ti Simdn,
hijo de Jonas, porque mi Padre te ha revelado esto."

Cuando nosotros abrimos nuestra mente a la gracia del
Espiritu de Dios, quien trabaja en nosotros, es porque el don
de sabiduria nos hace a nosotros hombres y mujeres de Fe en
Jests. "Bendito eres Simén." Nosotros también somos
bendecidos porque tenemos la gracia de reconocer en
nuestras vidas a JesuUs y en las vidas de las personas que hacen
la voluntad de Dios y de establecer su Reino entre nosotros.

Por eso
Jesus nos invita a ofrecer su vida por su causa.

En el evangelio de San Mateo de la semana 22 del tiempo
ordinario, "si uno quiere salvar su vida la perderd, pero el que
la pierda por mi la encontrara." Para hacer esto necesitamos
abandonar nuestras vidas a su gracia y trabajar para su Reino.

Como lIglesia que somos, el Espirito nos anima a ser una
comunidad de fe y amor e ir estableciendo su Reino en este
mundo. Muchas personas creen en Jesus, pero cuantas
reconocen a Jesus en sus vidas? Nosotros somos los elegidos
que tenemos la tarea a diario de anunciar el evangelio y
ayudar a otros a reconocer a Jesus en sus vidas.

Hagamos nuestra tarea por Jesus, salvando nuestras vidas
por el evangelio y nuestra respuesta cuando la gente nos
pregunte, Quién es Jesus?

Podamos responder que El es el Hijo de Dios, porque
nosotros trabajamos por su causa, el Reino y sabemos que El
nos ama.
