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From Father Alejandro’s Desk

Brothers and Sisters,

Happy New Year 2024!

We end the year 2023 by celebrating the feast of the Holy
Family and we begin this new year 2024 by asking for the
protection of our heavenly Mother, Mary, the Mother of God.
Our wishes for you in this year 2024 are the same as those we
will proclaim in the first reading of the Eucharist of the New
Year: “The Lord bless you and keep you! The Lord let his face
shine upon you, and be gracious to you! The Lord look upon
you kindly, and give you peace!” (Num 6:24-27)

This year that ends today has been marked by dramatic
situations: the continuation of the war between Ukraine and
Russia and now with the war between Israel and Palestine.
These conflicts are joined by war situations in other countries:
Yemen, Nicaragua. In parallel, situations of hunger, ecological
devastation in many countries, the effects of migration due to
the lack of opportunities and the consequences of climate
change, religious and political persecution in many countries,
the difficulties in maintaining democracies at the service of all.
2023 has not been easy, nor will 2024 be easy, especially when
the climate of the presidential elections will increase the social,
cultural and political divisions in the United States and the issue
of abortion and the fight for life will be used as a political
weapon to attract votes for each side.

The Gospel asks us to have a merciful and benevolent gaze
before this world. For although there are many difficult
situations, there are also infinite situations that make it
possible to continue believing in the goodness and power of
the Holy Spirit who wants to make all things new. A few days
ago | was visited by a family who had no shortage of difficulties
and not many resources. However, they came up to me and
gave me an envelope with pre-paid gift-cards so that | could
distribute them to families who were going hungry. Gestures
like these tell me that the Holy Spirit wills, can and will make all
things new. We just have to do our bit to make it a whirlwind
of goodness and grace. Let us try to ensure that this year 2024
is marked by these gestures of solidarity in the midst of
difficulties. The light always shines after the storm.

Today Luke, in his Gospel, reminds us that after the
shepherds spoke of the wonders about the child, Jesus, who
had been born, Mary kept it all and reflected and meditated on
the events in her heart. May this year 2024 be marked by
Mary's attitude: to have the ability to see God's presence in
everything, to reflect and meditate on it and to transform our
adoration into precise actions, so that the Holy Spirit may make
all things new.

Pope Francis invites us in this month of January to pray for
the Gift of Diversity in the Church: "Let us pray that the Holy
Spirit helps us recognize the gift of different charisms within
the Christian community, and to discover the richness of
different ritual traditions in the heart of the Catholic Church."

Many and abundant blessings in this New Year 2024.
