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From Father Alejandro’s Desk

Brothers and Sisters,

It seems like we started the year 2024 yesterday and we are
already finishing the first month. Time certainly flies.

This January 31 we celebrate the feast of St. John Bosco, one
of those saints whose life and work you fall in love with and
cannot forget. Besides, this saint is very close to my life, to my
adolescence and young adult life, since | grew up in a Salesian
parish named after him. | would like to share with you some
thoughts based on what | learned through the testimony of
my dear Salesian priests who made me part of who | am. It is
about the essence of Don Bosco's preventive system: reason,
religion, kindness/love.

Don Bosco often repeated this phrase: "let yourself be guided
by reason and not by passion." | think this advice is more
current than ever, when society tells us that everything is
relative or that truth is relative, that everything is a matter of
what you feel, of feeling good. Today we have to learn to use
the gift of intelligence that God has given us, discerning and
pondering the good to strengthen our following of Jesus. We
have a lot of work ahead of us.

Don Bosco had a motto for his ministry and the Salesian
Religious Community he founded: “Da mihi animas, cetera
tolle”, (Give me souls and take everything else). The principle
of religion has to be based on a direct relationship with the
God who created us and calls us to have that intimacy of love
with Him and with others.

The daily sharing with the priests in the parish where | grew
up helped me to understand the "healthy joy," the good joke,
the fraternity, that kindness is the best key to open all doors,
even those that have been closed for years and those the keys
to open them have been lost. A smile can do everything, Don
Bosco often said.

| ask Jesus to teach us to use reason to know more about
realities and how to respond to them in the light of the
Gospel; that we may grow in the intimacy of dialogue with
Jesus so that our religion may not be one of words but of lived
and assumed works; that we may accompany everyone in a
kind and fraternal way.

In this way we will be able to live in a prophetic way the
invitation made to us in this Sunday's readings. May Don
Bosco kindle us with his joy and optimism.

We invite you to join us this February 2 in the Eucharistic
Adoration and in the celebration of the Presentation of the
Lord. Check out the daily Mass schedules. All are welcome.
On the weekend of February 3-4 we will have the traditional
blessing of the throats during the Eucharist as we remember
St. Blaise.

Quisiera compartir con ustedes
algunos pensamientos basados en lo que aprendi por
testimonio de mis queridos sacerdotes salesianos que hicieron
de mi parte de lo que soy.

Don Bosco repetia esta frase a menudo: “déjate guiar por la
razon y no por la pasion.” Creo que este consejo esta mas
actual que nunca, cuando la sociedad nos dice que todo es
relativo o que la verdad es relativa, que todo es cuestion de lo
gue sientas, de sentirse bien. Hoy tenemos que aprender a
utilizar el don de la inteligencia que Dios nos ha dado,
discerniendo lo bueno para fortalecer nuestro seguimiento a
Jesus. Nos queda mucho trabajo por delante.

Don Bosco tenia un lema para su ministerio y la Obra
Salesiana que él fundé: “Da mihi animas, cetera tolle” (dame
almas y llévate todo lo demas).

Pido a Jesus para que nos ensefie a utilizar la_razdn para
conocer mas sobre las realidades y cémo responder a ellas a
la luz del evangelio; que crezcamos en intimidad de didlogo
con Jesus para que nuestra religion no sea de palabras sino de
obras vividas y asumidas; que podamos acompafiar a todos de
manera amable y fraterna.

De esta manera es que podremos vivir de manera profética, la
invitacién que nos hacen las lecturas de este domingo. Que
Don Bosco nos contagie con su alegria y su optimismo.
