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From Father Alejandro’s Desk

Brothers and Sisters,

The Second Sunday of Lent takes us to Mount Tabor where
Jesus is transfigured, having as witnesses, besides the apostles,
Peter, John and James, Moses and Elijah. This text of the
transfiguration of Jesus indicates to us what the goal and
purpose of this Lent is to experience a life of intimacy with God
the Father, listening to his Son Jesus under the inspiration of
the Holy Spirit.

Certainly, throughout our lives we have already had many
experiences of Tabor where we perceive God the Father who is
close, kind, gentle and where we are able to listen to Jesus
when he speaks to us and to the Holy Spirit who guides us.

But these experiences are neither abundant, nor frequent, nor
extensive in duration. Rather they are brief and we are always
left wishing for more. We would all like to exclaim what Peter
says in the Gospel: "Lord, how good it is here." This affirmation
of Peter is not only because he saw Jesus transfigured but
because this same experience gives us a joy and peace that we
do not want to lose for anything in the world and in which we
are tempted to want to distance ourselves from the reality in
which we live and in which Jesus himself, paradoxically, wants
us to have our transfigurations.

This is where Lent comes to our aid. It allows us to dispose our
heart and our understanding in such a way that we can really
be silent and listen to Jesus who speaks to us in the midst of
our daily lives, because to the extent that we listen to him, to
that extent we are transfigured and we live Easter with
anticipation.

We are already in the last week of February. This month is
dedicated to consecrated life. | encourage you to dedicate a
moment of prayer for the following intentions:
On February 25: married couples and single laity
On February 26: active and contemplative religious
On February 27: active and contemplative religious
On February 28: priests and bishops
On February 29: permanent deacons

We encourage you to be attentive and join us in our initiatives
of retreat, formation, community Bible reading, specific social
justices actions in the promotion of the gospel that we will be
developing during this liturgical season of Lent (see the
promotional flyer inserted in this bulletin).

Let us pray for the intentions of Pope Francis for this month of
February 2024: "... that the terminally ill and their families may
always receive the necessary care and accompaniment, both
from a medical and human point of view."

Hermanos y hermanas,

El segundo domingo de cuaresma nos transporta al Monte
Tabor, donde Jesus se transfigura, teniendo como testigos,
ademas de los apdstoles Pedro, Juan y Santiago, a Moisés y
Elias. Este texto de la transfiguracidon de Jesus nos indica cual
es la meta y el propdsito de esta cuaresma: la experiencia de
una vida de intimidad con Dios Padre, escuchando a su Hijo
Jesus, bajo la inspiracién del Espiritu Santo.

Ciertamente, a lo largo de nuestra vida ya hemos tenido
muchas experiencias de Tabor, donde percibimos a un Dios
Padre cercano, bondadoso, amable, y en donde somos capaces
de escuchar a Jesus cuando nos habla y al Espiritu Santo que
nos guie.

Pero estas experiencias ni son abundantes, ni frecuentes, ni
extensas en duracién. Antes bien, son breves y siempre
gquedamos deseando mas. Todos quisiéramos exclamar lo
mismo que Pedro dice en el evangelio: “Sefior, qué bien se
esta aqui.” Esta afirmacion de Pedro no es solamente por
haber visto a Jesls transfigurado, sino que esa misma
experiencia nos da una alegria y paz que no queremos perder
por nada en el mundo y en la que corremos la tentacion de
querer alejarnos de la realidad que nos toca vivir y en la que
Jesus mismo quiere, paraddjicamente, que tengamos nuestras
transfiguraciones.

Acé viene entonces en nuestra ayuda la cuaresma. Esta nos
permite disponer nuestro corazén y entendimiento de manera
gue realmente podamos hacer silencio y escuchar a Jesus que
nos habla en medio del dia a dia que vivimos. Porque en la
medida que lo escuchamos, en esa medida somos
transfigurados y vivimos la Pascua con anticipacién.

Estamos ya en la Ultima semana de febrero. Este mes estd
dedicado a la vida consagrada. Les animo que dediquemos un
momento de oracidn por las siguientes intenciones:

Febrero 29: didconos permanentes

Les animamos para que estén atentos y se unan a nosotros en
nuestras iniciativas de retiro, de formacion, de lectura biblica
comunitaria, de acciones en la promocion de la justicia social
que estaremos desarrollando durante este tiempo litlrgico de
la cuaresma (ver el volante de promocidn inserto en este
boletin).
