Brothers and Sisters, 
 

Welcome to the month of March!  Spring is almost around 
the corner and I know that many of you are looking forward 
to its arrival.  Let us give thanks to God for it and let us ask 
him to increase in us the awareness of caring for our         
common home, the world we inhabit. 
 

Between this third and fifth Sunday of Lent we will be      
gathering as a community of faith celebrating the Scrutinies. 
What are they?  Basically, they are liturgical celebrations that 
exude the spiritual essence of the conversion journey of 
those who are not baptized and have been chosen (first    
Sunday of Lent) to be baptized at the Easter Vigil and be   
admitted as members in full communion with the ecclesial 
community.  This year we have the grace of having four     
candidates, 2 teenagers and two young adults: Miriam,    
Ashley, Jose Andres and Danielson.  I invite all of you to pray 
for them in a special way during this time so that their minds 
and hearts may be open to welcome the Good News of     
salvation and they can find a community where they can join.  
 

I am sharing some great news:  the parish young adult group, 
Jóvenes con Cristo, will be celebrating la Pascua Juevenil for 
the first time in this community throughout the Easter      
season.

The liturgy of this Third Sunday of Lent describes the passion 
and zeal of Jesus Christ so that we may have a right            
relationship of dialogue and trust with God the Father.
