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From Father Alejandro’s Desk 
 

Brothers and Sisters, 

Rejoice, Jerusalem!  These are the first words of the introit or 
entrance hymn of the Holy Eucharist that we celebrate this IV 
Sunday of Lent, Laetare Sunday, a phrase taken from Isaiah 
66:10. That is why the presider wears rose vestments          
expressing with the color that even in the midst of Lent's call 
to conversion and penance the Lord comes to meet us and 
embraces us in his mercy.  For this reason our hearts are filled 
with joy. 

Ashley, Miriam, Danielson and Jose Andres, two teenage girls 
and two adult men, will be baptized at the Easter Vigil.  We, as 
a community of faith, thank God for them and the opportunity 
we have to accompany them and receive them as full       
members in our parish community and, at the same time, to 
walk with them, sharing the faith we profess.  Let us ask the 
Holy Spirit to continue to encourage and guide them in this 
call to be Catholic Christians. 

In the coming days we will be celebrating two great saints:   
St. Patrick, patron saint of Boston and St. Joseph, patron saint 
of the Church.  May they teach us to listen to the Word of 
God, to meditate on it with an open and receptive heart, and 
to put it into practice.  Although St. Joseph is not a holyday of  
obligation in the United States, let us make the effort to     
participate and celebrate the Eucharist. It will be a good           
opportunity to thank God the Father for leaving us such a 
model of fatherhood and a man of faith that we can find in    
St. Joseph. 

The liturgy of this Fourth Sunday of Lent focuses on God's 
mercy.  The first reading from the second book of Chronicles 
points out the causes of the exile of the Jewish people and 
how God restores them.  The second reading from Paul to the 
Ephesians describes what God's mercy is all about:  sending 
his Son so that all may be saved. This same idea is                
reflected in the Gospel taken from St. John:  “For God so loved 
the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who 
believes in him might not perish but might have eternal life.” 

Let each one of us who have experienced multiple times God's 
mercy at some point in life be grateful to him and share that 
good news with others. That is what evangelization is all 
about, sharing what God has done with me. 

Let us pray for the intentions of Pope Francis for this month of 
March 2024: "... We pray that those who risk their lives for the 
Gospel in various parts of the world inflame the Church with 
their courage and missionary enthusiasm.."

Por eso, 
estamos alegres. 

Ashley, Miriam, Danielson y José Andrés serán bautizados en 
la Vigilia Pascual. Dos adolescentes y dos hombres adultos. 
Nosotros, como comunidad de fe, damos gracias a Dios por 
ellos y la oportunidad que tenemos de acompañarlos y       
recibirlos como miembros plenos y, al mismo tiempo, hacer 
camino con ellos, compartiendo la fe que profesamos.       
Pidamos al Espíritu Santo que los continúe animando y        
guiando en este llamado a ser cristianos católicos. 

En los próximos días estaremos celebrando a dos grandes   
santos: San Patricio, patrono de Boston y San José, patrono de 
la Iglesia.

La liturgia de este IV Domingo de Cuaresma se centra en la 
misericordia de Dios.

La segunda lectura, de Pablo a los 
efesios, describe de qué se trata la misericordia de Dios:     
enviar a su Hijo para que todos se salven. Esta misma idea se 
refleja en el evangelio, tomado de San Juan: “porque tanto 
amó Dios al mundo, que le entregó a su Hijo único, para que 
todo el que crea en él no perezca, sino que tenga vida eterna.” 

Nosotros, cada uno, que ha experimentado en algún            
momento de la vida la misericordia de Dios, démosle gracias y 
compartamos esa buena noticia con los demás. De eso se    
trata la evangelización: compartir lo que Dios ha hecho       
conmigo.
