    FELICIDADES A LOS RECIÉN BAUTIZADOS 
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From Father Alejandro’s Desk 
 

Dear parishioners, 
     As we continue with our reading from  Dignitas infinita on 
Human Dignity, we found in paragraph 9: “[…] a person […]  
having received existence from God, humans are subjects who 
“subsist”—that is, they exercise their existence autonomously 
[…]  We do not create our nature; we hold it as a gift and we can 
nurture, develop, and enhance our abilities.  By exercising the 
freedom to cultivate the riches of our nature, we grow over 
time.  Even if a person is unable to exercise these capabilities 
due to various limitations or conditions, nevertheless the      
person always subsists as an “individual substance” with a   
complete and inalienable dignity.  This applies, for instance, to 
an unborn child, an unconscious person, or an older person in 
distress.” (DI,9) 
    We can find In this paragraph the main foundation of why the 
Church believes in and defends life from the moment of        
conception until the moment of the person's physical death.  
We all have dignity as a gift from the God of life, from the Lord 
of history.  This reality is not earned, it is given.  And as a gift we 
accept it and it is above any possible negotiation.  It is a gift that 
cannot be negotiated because we come from God and our    
ultimate goal is to be once again in that communion of intimacy 
with the one who created us. 
    What are the immediate consequences of this rationale? 
First, that every life, even that of a human being born in the 
midst of unwanted and forced life situations such as rape - even 
if that life is not desired and has not been sought with the same 
longing with which one awaits a desired baby - is a life that 
comes as a gift, from the very source of a desired life.  This is 
why the Church defends the gift of life with such intensity.  If we 
discard it, we are denying ourselves the gift that our Creator has 
always given us as a gift.  Let us be agents of life and help      
everyone to respect it and live it to the full. 
    We invite you to join us in our Women Recollection Day on 
May 12, 10am-12pm, in the basement of the rectory.  Sister 
Veronica Mendez, RCD will be the presider and she will guide us 
in this moment of prayer.  
    Pope Francis' intention for this month of April is for the role 
of women: “We pray that the dignity and immense value of 
women be recognized in every culture, and for the end of     
discrimination that they experience in different parts of the 
world.”

Queridos feligreses, 
    Continuando con nuestra lectura de Dignitas infinita, sobre 
la dignidad humana, encontramos en el párrafo 9: “ […] la   
persona […] es un sujeto que, habiendo recibido la existencia 
de Dios, “subsiste”, es decir, ejerce la existencia                     
autónomamente […]. El ser humano no crea su naturaleza; la 
posee como un don recibido y puede cultivar, desarrollar y 
enriquecer sus capacidades. En el ejercicio de su libertad para 
cultivar las riquezas de su propia naturaleza, la persona        
humana se construye a sí misma con el paso del tiempo.     
Aunque, debido a diversas limitaciones o condiciones, no    
pueda utilizar estas capacidades, la persona siempre subsiste 
como “sustancia individual” con toda su dignidad inalienable. 
Esto ocurre, por ejemplo, en un niño no nacido, en una        
persona inconsciente, en un anciano en agonía.”  
    En este párrafo podemos encontrar el principal fundamento 
del por qué la Iglesia cree en y defiende la vida desde el       
momento de su concepción hasta el momento de la muerte 
física de la persona. Todos tenemos la dignidad como regalo 
del Dios de la vida, del Señor de la historia. Esta realidad no se 
gana, es dada. Y como don la aceptamos y está por encima de 
cualquier negociación posible. Es un don que no se negocia, 
pues venimos de Dios y nuestro fin último es estar de nuevo en 
esa comunión de intimidad con el que nos ha creado. 
    ¿Qué consecuencias inmediatas tiene este fundamento? La 
primera, que toda vida, aún la del ser humano que nace en 
medio de situaciones de vida no deseadas y forzadas como una 
violación –   aun cuando esa vida no se desee ni haya sido    
buscada con el mismo anhelo con que se espera a un bebé 
deseado-, es una vida que viene como regalo, de la misma 
fuente de una vida deseada. Es por ello que la Iglesia defiende 
con tanta intensidad el don de la vida. Si la desechamos,       
estamos negándonos al don que nuestro Creador nos ha dado 
desde siempre como regalo. Seamos agentes de vida y         
ayudemos a todos a respetarla y vivirla en plenitud.    
    La intención del Papa Francisco para este mes de abril es por 
el rol de la mujer: “Oramos para que la dignidad y el inmenso 
valor de las mujeres sean  reconocidos en todas las culturas, y 
por el fin de la discriminación que viven en diferentes partes 
del mundo."
