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From Father Alejandro’s Desk

Dear parishioners,

As we continue with our reading from Dignitas
infinita, on Human Dignity, we found in paragraph 24: “
Unconditional Respect for Human Dignity. First, while
there has been a growing awareness of human dignity,
many misunderstandings of the concept still distort its
meaning. Some people propose that it is better to use
the expression “personal dignity” (and the rights “of
the person”) instead of “human dignity” (and the rights
“of man”) since they understand a “person” to be only
“one who is capable of reasoning.” They then argue
that dignity and rights are deduced from the
individual’s capacity for knowledge and freedom, which
not all humans possess. Thus, according to them, the
unborn child would not have personal dignity, nor
would the older person who is dependent upon others,
nor would an individual with mental disabilities. On the
contrary, the Church insists that the dignity of every
human person, precisely because it is intrinsic, remains
“in all circumstances.” The recognition of this dignity
cannot be contingent upon a judgment about the
person’s ability to wunderstand and act freely;
otherwise, it would not be inherent in the person,
independent of the individual’s situation, and thus
deserving unconditional respect. Only by recognizing an
intrinsic and inalienable dignity in every human being
can we guarantee a secure and inviolable foundation
for that quality. Without any ontological grounding, the
recognition of human dignity would vacillate at the
mercy of varying and arbitrary judgments. The only
prerequisite for speaking about the dignity inherent in
the person is their membership in the human species,
whereby “the rights of the person are the rights of

Pope Francis' intention for the month of May is for the
formation of religious and seminarians: “We pray that
religious women and men, and seminarians, grow in
their own vocations through their human, pastoral,
spiritual and community formation, leading them to be
credible witnesses to the Gospel.”

Del escritorio del Padre Alejandro

Queridos feligreses,

Continuando con nuestra lectura de Dignitas infinita,
sobre la dignidad humana, encontramos en el parrafo 24:
“El respeto incondicionado de la dignidad humana. En
primer lugar, aungque cada vez hay mds conciencia de la
cuestién de la dignidad humana, sigue habiendo hoy
muchos malentendidos sobre el concepto de dignidad,
gue distorsionan su significado. Algunos proponen que
es mejor utilizar la expresién “dignidad personal” (y
derechos “de la persona”) en lugar de “dignidad
humana” (y derechos “del hombre”), porque entienden
por persona soélo “un ser capaz de razonar”. En
consecuencia, sostienen que la dignidad y los derechos
se infieren de la capacidad de conocimiento y libertad,
de las que no todos los seres humanos estan dotados. Asi
pues, el nifio no nacido no tendria dignidad personal, ni
el anciano incapacitado, ni los discapacitados mentales.
La Iglesia, por el contrario, insiste en el hecho de que Ia
dignidad de toda persona humana, precisamente porque
es intrinseca, permanece “mas alla de toda circunstancia”,
ysu reconocimiento no puede depender,en modo alguno,
del juicio sobre la capacidad de una persona para
comprender y actuar libremente. De lo contrario, la
dignidad no seria como tal inherente a la persona,
independiente de sus condicionamientos y, por tanto,
merecedora de un respeto incondicional. S6lo mediante
el reconocimiento de la dignidad intrinseca del ser
humano, que nunca puede perderse, desde Ila
concepcién hasta la muerte natural, puede garantizarse a
esta cualidad un fundamento inviolable y seguro. Sin
referencia ontolédgica alguna, el reconocimiento de la
dignidad humana oscilaria a merced de valoraciones
diversas y arbitrarias. La Unica condicién, por tanto, para
gue pueda hablarse de dignidad por si misma inherente a
la persona es que ésta pertenezca a la especie humana,
por lo que «los derechos de la persona son los derechos
humanos».

La intencidon del Papa Francisco para el mes de mayo es
por la formacidon de religiosos (mujeres y hombres) y
seminaristas: “Oremos para que las religiosas, los religiosos
y los seminaristas crezcan en su camino vocacional a través
de una formacién humana, pastoral, espiritual ycomunitaria,
que les lleve a ser testigos creibles del Evangelio.”
