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From Father Alejandro’s Desk 
 

Dear parishioners, 

    As we continue with our reading from  Dignitas infinita, on 
Human Dignity, we found in paragraph 25: “ An Objective Basis 
for Human Freedom. Second, the concept of human dignity is 
also occasionally misused to justify an arbitrary proliferation of 
new rights, many of which are at odds with those originally  
defined and often are set in opposition to the fundamental 
right to life.[41] It is as if the ability to express and realize every 
individual preference or subjective desire should be             
guaranteed. This perspective identifies dignity with an isolated 
and individualistic freedom that claims to impose particular 
subjective desires and propensities as “rights” to be guaranteed 
and funded by the community. However, human dignity cannot 
be based on merely individualistic standards, nor can it be  
identified with the psychophysical well-being of the individual. 
Rather, the defense of human dignity is based on the            
constitutive demands of human nature, which do not depend 
on individual arbitrariness or social recognition. Therefore, the 
duties that stem from recognizing the dignity of the other and 
the corresponding rights that flow from it have a concrete and 
objective content based on our shared human nature. Without 
such an objective basis, the concept of dignity becomes de   
facto subject to the most diverse forms of arbitrariness and 
power interests.” 

    We celebrate this weekend the Solemnity of Pentecost, the 
birth of the Church and its mission: to share the good news of 
salvation that Jesus offers to all and, as a family, to sow in     
society the values of the Gospel: peace, love, justice and truth. 
Let us ask the Holy Spirit that we may receive his gifts with an 
open and joyful heart to share with everyone. 
    Next weekend we will have the ordination of 11 new priests: 
Giovanni Argote, Marcelo Gabriel Ferrari, Gabriel Hanley, 
Matthew Harrington, David Joanis, Christopher Letizia, Barry 
Mongeon, David Pineda, John Hung and Jeremy Wagner.  Let us 
pray for them and their priestly ministry. 

    Pope Francis' intention for the month of May is for the      
formation of religious and seminarians: “We pray that religious 
women and men, and seminarians, grow in their own vocations 
through their human, pastoral, spiritual and community        
formation, leading them to be credible witnesses to the       
Gospel.”

Queridos feligreses, 

    Continuando con nuestra lectura de Dignitas infinita, sobre la 
dignidad humana, encontramos en el párrafo 25: “Una           
referencia objetiva para la libertad humana. En segundo lugar, a 
veces también se abusa del concepto de dignidad humana para 
justificar una multiplicación arbitraria de nuevos derechos,     
muchos de los cuales suelen ser contrarios a los definidos       
originalmente y no pocas veces se ponen en contradicción con 
el derecho fundamental a la vida,[41] como si hubiera que       
garantizar la capacidad de expresar y realizar cada preferencia 
individual o deseo subjetivo. La dignidad se identifica entonces 
con una libertad aislada e individualista, que pretende imponer 
como “derechos”, garantizados y financiados por la comunidad, 
ciertos deseos y preferencias que son subjetivas. Pero la         
dignidad humana no puede basarse en estándares meramente 
individuales ni identificarse únicamente con el bienestar        
psicofísico del individuo. Al contrario, la defensa de la dignidad 
del ser humano se fundamenta en las exigencias constitutivas 
de la naturaleza humana, que no dependen ni de la                 
arbitrariedad individual ni del reconocimiento social. Los        
deberes que se derivan del reconocimiento de la dignidad del 
otro y los correspondientes derechos que de ello se derivan   
tienen, por tanto, un contenido concreto y objetivo, basado en 
la naturaleza humana común Sin esa referencia objetiva, el       
concepto de dignidad queda sometido de hecho a las más     
diversas arbitrariedades, así como a los intereses de poder.” 

    Este fin de semana celebramos la solemnidad de Pentecostés, 
el nacimiento de la Iglesia y su misión: la de compartir la buena 
noticia de salvación que Jesús nos trae a todos y, como familia, 
sembrar en la sociedad los valores del evangelio: paz, amor, 
justicia y verdad.
